	Title Slide (15 total points)

	The title slide reflects creativity & shows some thought & connection to the project.  Lists the poet (YOU), the date, and teachers. 
	There is a title slide, but with one error in spelling or capitalization.  The slide is missing your name, or date or the teachers' names. 
	There is no title, or it is titled "Poetry Project" or something as uncreative.  More than one element of the slide is missing.
	  

	Figurative Language (15 total points)
	There is an example of simile, metaphor, alliteration, hyperbole, onomatopoeia, personification, & a couplet.  Each example is underlined & labeled.  
	There may be one or two examples missing, or there may be one or two examples not underlined and/or labeled. 
	There are more than two examples missing, or there are more than two not labeled or underlined. 
	  

	Slide Appearance (15 total points)

	The slides are visually appealing, meaning:  the text stands out on the slide; there is artwork or background design on at least  FOUR slides; and the images present on the slides are appropriate for school.  
	The slides show some attention to appearance, but maybe one poem is hard to read, or there may be only three instead of four slides with artwork or background design.
	There has been little effort to personalize the slides or make them look presentable.  There are less than three slides with artwork or design, and more than one poem is hard to read.
	  

	Following Instructions (15 total points)
	The student followed directions well.  There are SIX poems, and out of the six poems, four are the mandatory poems required by the instructions.
	The presentation is missing maybe one poem, or the presentation has six poems but one of the required poems is missing.
	The presentation is missing more than one poem.
	  

	Speaking Skills and Presenting (15 total points)
	The student makes eye contact, speaks with a clear voice, and does not fidget while presenting.  The student seems familiar with his/her work. 
	The student fails to exhibit one of the good speaking habits, but generally seems familiar with their own poetry, and gets the point of the project conveyed.
	The presenter does not exhibit more than one of the good speaking habits, and/or seems totally unfamiliar with his/her own work.
	  

	Poem Titles (15 total points)
	Each poem has its own title, unless the poet left off a title to make a point. 
	There may be one poem without a title. 
	More than one poem is missing a title. 
	

	Punctuality (10 total points)
	Presentation is completed on and presented on time.
	Presentation is completed and presentation is presented within one week of due date.
	Presentation is completed late, and there is no time to present.
